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Gates County Board of Commissioners
Regular Meeting Minutes
September 8, 2008

The Gates County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Monday,
September 8, 2008 at 10:00 a.m. in the County Commissioners’ Room, 202 Court Street,
Gatesville, NC. Commissioners Pierce, Jernigan, Askew, Nickens and Twine were
present. Also present was Interim County Manager, Justin Hembree.

Chairman Pierce called the meeting to order. A prayer was conducted by Rev. Henry
Jordan. The pledge of allegiance was led by Chairman Pierce.

Commissioner Jernigan made a motion to approve the previous month’s minutes as
written. Commissioner Nickens seconded the motion, motion carried without opposition.

Scheduled Appointments

Renee McGinnis, Tax Assessor, presented the Tax Collector’s Report and the Water
Coliection Report for July 2008. She stated the Schedule of Values will be presented at the
October 6™ Board Meeting with the public hearing held on October 20". Mrs. McGinnis
also presented a proposed Ordinance to Prohibit Issuance of Building Permits to
Delinquent Tax Payers. This enables all delinquent taxes to be collected before any
building permits are issued. This ordinance will become effective on October 1, 2008.

Commissioner Twine questioned if this ordinance would create an additional cost to the
Zoning and Building Department.

Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning and Development, stated it would possibly add one
day of a delay.

Commissioner Jernigan stated the original concern was towards the larger developers
selling property with taxes being owed.

Justin Hembree, Interim County Manager, stated with the unanimous vote of the Board the
ordinance can be adopted at the first reading.

Commissioner Nickens made a motion to adopt the proposed Ordinance to Prohibit
Issuance of Building Permits to Delinquent Tax Payers. Commissioner Twine seconded
the motion, motion carried without opposition.

The Ordinance to Prohibit Issuance of Building Permits to Delinquent Tax Payers reads as
follows:

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 624 of the 2007 Session Laws of North Carolina authorizes the
enactment in Gates County of an ordinance providing that permits, including building
permits, not be issued to a person who owes delinquent property taxes on property owned
by such person; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the citizens and taxpayers of Gates County to enact
such an ordinance prohibiting the issuance of building permits as defined by law in such
cases;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

Section {a) Definitions:
(1) “Building Permit” as herein shall mean building permits as defined by G.S.
153A-357(a).
(2) “Person of Persons” shall include every person or other entity in whose name
Property is lawfully held situated in Gates County and in whose name such
property is listed or required to be listed for ad valorem tax purposes.

(3) “Delinquent Property Taxes” shall mean all property taxes delinquent prior to,
on and after the effective date of this ordinance, which have not been paid.
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(4) “Property” shall mean any property listed or required to be listed for ad valorem
tax purposes situated wholly or in part in Gates County, the tax situs for which is Gates
County.

(5) “Tax Administration Office and Tax Administrator” shall mean the Gates
County Tax Administrator.

(6) “Inspection Department” shall mean the Gates County Inspection Department.

Section (b) A building permit or permits shall not be issued under G.S. 153A-357(a) to any

person or persons who owe delinquent property taxes on property owned by said person or
persons situated in Gates County.

Section (c) Any person or persons applying for a building permit shall first verify that no
delinquent taxes are owed. When application is made to obtain any building permit in
Gates County, the issuing department shall verify that no delinquent taxes are owed
according to the records in the Tax Department., No building permit may be issued until
verification, from the Tax Department, showing payment of taxes is obtained.

Section (d) In the event the records show delinquent taxes and the Tax Administrator
refuses to verify payment, the applicant may within three (3) days thereof request, in
writing, a review and explanation; providing any evidence that the taxes have been paid,
and the Tax Administrator shall within three (3) days of receiving such request in writing
notify the applicant of their decision.

Section 93) This ordinance shall become effective on the 1 day of October, 2008.

Mrs. McGinnis discussed the draft Resolution Establishing Gates County’s Board of
Equalization and Review. Previously the Board of Commissioners has served as the Board
of Equalization and Review. With the upcoming revaluation going into effect in 2009, it
has been discussed about appointing a new Board of Equalization and Review.

Commissioner Twine made a motion to have a public meeting on September 15, 2008, a
regular scheduled night meeting, to get citizen input regarding appointing a new Board of

Equalization and Review. Commissioner Nickens seconded the motion, motion carried
without opposition.

Randall Cahoon, Director of Planning and Development, requested a date for two public
hearings. One public hearing is to change the Zoning Ordinance text that would substitute
the text of the Floodplain Ordinance definition of Recreational Vehicles (article D) for the
current definition of Trailer, Overnight Camping contained on page 20 of our Zoning
Ordinance. The second public hearing request involves the 160 acre tract on US 158
across from the high school. The Planning Board has voted to rezone the road front of 45
acres as commercial, the 82 acres behind as residential and the 30 acres at the eastern rear

as RMF-72, The public hearing date was scheduled for the next night meeting, November
17, 2008. .

Colleen Turner, Director of Social Services, gave a Housing Committee update. The
committees’ concerns have been directed toward multi-family housing, rental housing and
engaging the Faith Community Committee. The Faith Community Committee currently
has eleven (11) churches enrolled with 13 referrals. Two contractors have volunteered to

donate their services. Mrs. Turner asked the Commissioners to waive the fee for permits
for the Faith Community Committee.

Commissioner Twine made a motion to waive the fee for permits for the Faith Community

Committee.  Comunissioner Nickens seconded the motion, motion carried without
opposition.

Mrs. Turner reported the Housing Committee has scheduled a town hall meeting with
Senator Ed Jones focusing on the substandard housing conditions facing the citizens. It
has been scheduled for September 23, 2008 at 7:00 pm in the Extension Office.

Mrs. Turner reported each year the Division of Social Services request the local
department of social services to submit a schedule of holidays that has been approved by
the Board of Commissioners. She is submitting the 2009 holiday schedule for approval.

Commissioner Jernigan made a motion to accept the 2009 holiday schedule proposed by
the Department of Social Services. Commissioner Askew seconded the motion, motion
carried without opposition.
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Business

Sandy Pittman, Finance Officer, presented Budget Amendments 2 — 13. Copies are
available in the County Manager’s Office for review.

Commissioner Nickens made a motion to accept the Budget Amendments as presented.
Commissioner Jernigan seconded the motion, motion carried without opposition.

Justin Hembree, Interim County Manager, gave an update on the Proposed Employee
Travel Policy. The updated policy will be presented to the Board at the October 6, 2008
Commissioners’ Meeting to possibly adopt.

Mr. Hembree also gave an update on the Proposed Animal Control Ordinance. There will
be a public hearing at the Commissioners’ Meeting on September 15, 2008. Depending on
public comment it could be adopted at the September 15, 2008 meeting or changes could
be made and be adopted at the October 6, 2008 meeting.

Mr. Hembree gave an update on the $780,000 Golden Leaf Grant for the community
center. The bids received were approximately $300,000 over budget. The architect has
been working to reduce expenses. Currently it is $60,000 over budget and work is
continuing to reduce this amount. Mr. Hembree wanted to clarify this is to be paid totally
from grant funds, no additional county funds are to be used. Once the changes have been
agreed upon, a contract will be brought to the Board of Commissioners to be signed.

Mr. Hembree stated the air conditioning system at the court house has been operating at
approximately half capacity for the past few months. An engineer has assessed our
sitnation. Invitations to bid have been mailed. Two bids have been received. These two
bids need to be analyzed by the engineer. Funds need to be located. Updated figures need
to come in from the audit that is currently in process to assess the amount of available fund
balance.

Gates County’s appointment to the Mental Health Board has expired. One Commissioner
and one citizen are to serve on this board. Please consider these two positions. This item
will be placed on the October 6™ agenda.

Edgar Mitchell, Chief Building Inspector, presented a Waste Storage and Disposal
Ordinance requiring a dumpster to be on construction sites. Commissioner Nickens made
a motion to adopt the Waste Storage and Disposal Ordinance to become effective October
8, 2008. Commissioner Twine seconded the motion, motion carried without opposition,

The Waste Storage and Disposal Ordinance reads as follows:

A. The owner, builder, or general contractor of any property or construction site shall
remove or cause to be removed all solid waste from his or her property at least
once a week, seven day period, that is, unless the waste is stored in a container
leased from the solid waste disposal company which is designed to provide for
amounts of solid waste surpassing those normally accumulated within a week due
to the nature or the owner, builder, or general contractor’s business conducted on
that property.

B. 1. Garbage shall be stored in a container that is durable, rust resistant,

nonabsorbent and easily cleaned.
2. Each container shall be kept clean so that no odor or other nuisance
conditions exists.

C. Refuse shall be stored in a manner that will resist harborage to rodents and vermin
and will not create a fire hazard.

D. No owner, builder, or general contractor of a single family dwelling may leave
outside the building or dwelling, in place accessible to children, any abandoned or
unattended freezers, refrigerator or other receptacle that has an airtight door
without first removing the door.

E. All construction sites shall have an approved construction debris container on site,
with a means of covering openings to keep debris from falling or blowing out of
the container. All construction waste must be disposed of at disposal sites
approved and permitted by the County.
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PENALTY

A, Any person violating this chapter shall be guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a
fine of not to exceed $500 or imprisonment for not more than 30 days, or both,
Each day’s violation shall be treated as a separate offence.

B. Any person who is found in viclation of this chapter shall be subject to a civil
penalty of not to exceed $500, as provided in C.C.G.S. 153A-123. Each day’s
violation shall be treated as a separate offense.

This ordinance shall become effective on the 8" day of October, 2008.

Henry Jordan came before the Board to voice his concern against forming a new Board of
Equalization and Review. He feels the Board of Commissioners should retain this duty.

John Hora stated his concems regarding financial data being reviewed by the
Commissioners. He suggested an audit committee be formed to review finances and report
to the Board of Commiissioners.

Penny Heishman-Brown stated she had heard $125,000 was missing from the Community
Center Funds,

Lulu Eure, Community Center Director, responded that past County Manager Biberdorf

was applying for a grant; matching funds were needed. The grant was not awarded and the
funds were returned.

Commissioner Nickens requested detailed expenditure information for each check written.

Mr, Hembree responded the current software will not accommodate this request. The
